To ensure that proper cooling and tentperaiegulation is achieved, it is required to
have an adequate amount of airflow between youlopdyand the inside walls of the container.
Avoid using packing materials (i.e. foam peanuts), wkokld fill in the intended air space
created by the interior ribs and obstruct the maéair circulationNOTE: The above are
Kodiak Thermal Technologies, Inc. guidelines.
